The ACA qualification - an overview:

The ACA qualification comprises two stages; the Professional Stage and the Advanced Stage modules involve training and examinations. In
total, excluding any exemptions you may be eligible for, there are 12 exam's on the Professional Stage and two exam's and a case study in
the Advanced Stage. The Professional Stage consists of knowledge modules which introduce you to the core concepts underpinning
accountancy and the application modules which demonstrate how you can build on your knowledge in practice.

The Advanced Stage consists of two technical papers and a case study. Throughout the process you will be working and therefore able to

apply your new skills direct in the workplace.

Who can train to be an ACA?

Anyone who meets the minimum academic entry requirements of 3 GCSEs and 2 A levels (or equivalent) can train as an ACA.

The majority of ACA trainees enter the profession after university, however there are a growing number of ACA training vacancies available
for school leavers with excellent A level grades (or equivalent). If you have completed the AAT qualification and have excellent A level results,
you will be eligible to enter onto the AAT-ACA Fast Track route and complete the ACA in only a further two years.

University graduates with any degree discipline can apply to train as a chartered accountant, it is not necessary to have an accounting or
related degree.

There are also opportunities for nationals from Malaysia, Mauritius, Russia and Cyprus to train for the ACA in their home countries.
